AVI 4M: Drawing Unit Project
For the drawing unit, you will create 1-2 major art works from the list below.  You may use any material you like however, they must be different for each drawing.  You may experiment with charcoal, conte, pencil crayons, chalk pastels, oil pastels, etc.  Remember the elements and principles of design as well as composition!
Before you begin your art work, you must first follow the creative process in your sketchbook by:

1. Generating and brainstorming ideas – research images, come up with an idea
2. Planning – exhaust all ideas before settling, gather necessary supplies
3. Exploring and experimenting – create rough sketches, practice techniques
4. Revising and refining – discuss with peers and teacher if necessary, edit rough work
Your theme and sketches must be approved before you begin.
Choose 1-2 of the following:
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Close up of an object of your choice: This may be a found object, something you use every day, something abandoned, broken, precious, sentimental, old, etc. Consider foreshortening.
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2. Weave drawing:  Choose 2 pictures (photographs, magazine, etc.) that have a common theme or idea.  Find one that is predominately darker and the other lighter.  Cut the first picture into vertical strips.  Cut the second picture horizontally into strips.  Weave the strips together to create an interesting composition and tape down.  (weave does not need to be perfect as you can see below)  On a larger sheet of paper, create an enlarged grid. There should be the same number of squares as in the design.  Transfer the design draw each square.
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3. Hand-scape: You will draw realistic-looking hands in a fantasy landscape.  You may choose any gesture for your hand(s).  You may want to research these artists: Salvador Dali, Rene Magritte.
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Dynamic mode of transportation: Select one insect from the list below and begin thinking of ways of incorporating it into a dynamic mode of transportation.  Research your insect and find a few pictures you would like to work with.  Your drawing must include a human with the insect.
